Table hostesses are a wonderful and helpful addition to our festival. Table hostesses are needed for Friday and Saturday
dinners. If you personally, or with a friend, wish to create a centerpiece for your table, you will want to choose Saturday’s
dinner to hostess.
e The duties of the table hostess are:

o Provide each guest with a small welcome gift that would please a Sasha doll.
o Distribute the souvenir of the day.
e All volunteers for table hostesses are welcome, but hostesses under the age of 15 must be accompanied by an
adult assistant. If you would like to be a table hostess, please make sure to mark your registration form.
e Hostesses will need to make 10 gifts.
